All pathologists in training will have to prepare for the national specialist exam. Everyone will do this in their own way. Till now however there was no offer to do this online and allow selfstudy over time with similar questions and digital slides as in the national exam. Above all, there was no possibility to discuss the individual exercises collectively with colleagues online.
Within the cLovid EU research project, that aims to develop new digital teaching methods for medicine, we are trying to develop this and offer all pathology residents an opportunity to participate in an histology practical that mimics the national exam. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The practical consists of two parts: 
1) Individual online assignment with 8 patient cases together with the corresponding scanned histological samples. The—in total about 3 hours—work can be scheduled in your own time and pace spread over the period between December 9, 2022 and January 8, 2023. This assignment is presented via a browser on the VQuest platform and will offer you the opportunity to assess your diagnostic skills. The content of the assignment is developed by the pathology clinical teachers Vesa-Matti Pohjanen (Oulu) and Otto Jokelainen (Kuopio); the questions are in English
2) A teleconference (Zoom) in which the eight cases you elaborated as a preparation will be debriefed and discussed in depth with all the residents (who previously worked on the assignment) at Friday January, 2023 from 12 to 2 pm
You can participate in the practical (both parts are necessary) regardless of your experience level or whether you have the official acceptance to specialize. You will receive your own results and they will also be used for research purposes, but they will not be handed over to outsiders, and your results will not affect your specialization.

We will send you more detailed instructions and a user ID for the assignment platform by December 9.
