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ABOUT THE SEMINAR:
The seminar is based on digital microscopy slides with questions that focus on the histopathological and clinical aspects of a patient case. The webbased case can be found at: https://clovid.vquest.eu/examin.

You have been randomly assigned to one of 12 groups with 6 students and, during the seminar, you will work together in a breakout room of Zoom (app. 45 minutes). Please register for this Zoom session with the pseudonymized login name (code) that will be sent to
you by e-mail in the third week of January, at:

In each group, all students are expected to participate in discussing and solving the case. One volunteering student however will act as the Operator who logs in for the group in webbased case, shares the screen of the digital microscopy slides and enters the answers for the group. The teachers will follow the group discussions by visiting the breakout rooms.
In the course of the seminar, two joint sessions (app. 2x 20min) are scheduled in which all about 70 students and 3 teachers discuss together the formerly answered questions and the theoretical background of the patient case. So, please be prepared, since in the joint sessions you may be asked to justify your group’s answers to your course mates in English!
ABOUT THE PEDAGOGICAL RESEARCH:
We aim to learn from the experiences in this pilot in order to improve international pathology education in the future. Therfore, we will collect some data for educational research during the seminar:
· The student-student and student-teacher interactions in the breakout group- and joint sessions. For this purpose, the interactions will be recorded in Zoom, the audio tracks of the recordings transcribed and the content analysed to gain insight into the factors that influence collaborative learning in an international context. The focus will be on the interaction, not on the performance of any individual student.
· The student’s perceptions on the international patient case seminar. For this purpose, you will be asked to fill in a short online questionnaire after each joint session (2x app. 5 minutes) about your experiences and opinions on the teaching method.
Your consent to collect and process the abovementioned pseudonymized data in the way as described in the ‘Data Protection Policies of the WWU University Münster` (see document in your Moodle or Canvas course), will be asked in a separate `Declaration of Informed Constent` document.
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
